9. Details of competition terrains.

Forest with average passability, maximum height differences in the terrain: 50 meters in each competition day. In both competition terrains deep depressions are the most typical contour features. Typical slopes are up to 40 meters and they are quite steep. 85-90% of the competition areas are forested. There is a network of permanent cross-country/biathlon ski-tracks in both terrains. The network of tracks is rather dense.
